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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Gross domestic product (GDP) refers to the final outcome of production activities of all permanent residents of a country in a
certain period of time (if it refers to a region, it is called GDP). GDP has three forms of expression, namely, value form, income form
and product form. From the perspective of value form, it is the difference between the value of all goods and services produced by all
permanent units in a certain period and the value of all non fixed assets goods and services invested in the same period, that is, the sum
of the added values of all permanent units; From the perspective of income pattern, it is the sum of the initial income distribution
created and distributed by all permanent units to permanent units and non permanent units within a certain period of time; In terms of
product form, it is the sum of the value of goods and services finally used by all permanent residents in a certain period and the net
export value of goods and services. In actual accounting, there are three calculation methods of GDP, namely, production method,
income method and expenditure method. The three methods reflect GDP and its composition from different aspects.

The division of three industries three industries is a common industrial structure classification in the world, but the division of
countries is not consistent. The three industrial divisions in China are:

The primary industry refers to agriculture, forestry, animal husbandry and fishery (excluding agriculture, forestry, animal
husbandry and fishery services).

The secondary industry refers to mining (excluding auxiliary mining activities), manufacturing (excluding metal products,
machinery and equipment repair), power, heat, gas and water production and supply, and construction.

The tertiary industry, namely the service industry, refers to other industries except the primary industry and the secondary
industry.

Expenditure method gross domestic product refers to the total amount of final consumption, capital formation and net exports
of goods and services used by all resident units of a country (or region) in a certain period, which reflects the use and composition of
GDP produced in the current period.

Final consumption refers to the total final consumption expenditure of the permanent residents on goods and services in a certain
period, that is, the expenditure of the permanent residents on goods and services purchased from their own economic territory and
abroad to meet the needs of material, cultural and spiritual life; It does not include the consumption expenditure of non resident units
in their own economic territory. The final consumption is divided into resident consumption and government consumption.

Resident consumption refers to the total final consumption expenditure of goods and services by permanent residents. Resident
consumption is calculated at market price, that is, at the buyer's price paid by residents. The buyer's price is the price paid by the buyer
to obtain the goods, including the transportation and commercial expenses paid by the buyer. In addition to the consumption of goods
and services purchased directly in the form of currency, residents' consumption also includes the consumption expenditure of goods
and services obtained in other ways, namely the so-called virtual consumption expenditure. Residents' virtual consumption expenditure
includes the following types: goods and services provided to workers by units in the form of physical remuneration and physical
transfer; Goods and services produced by households and consumed by households, of which services only refer to households' own
housing services; Financial media services provided by financial institutions; Insurance services provided by insurance companies.

Government consumption refers to the consumption expenditure of public services provided by government departments for the
whole society and the net expenditure of goods and services provided to households free of charge or at a lower price. The former is
equal to the output value of government services minus the value of operating income obtained by government units. The output value
of government services is equal to its recurring business expenditure plus depreciation of fixed assets; The latter is equal to the market
value of goods and services provided to households free of charge or at lower prices by government departments less the value charged
to households.

Gross capital formation refers to the change in fixed assets acquired by a resident unit less the disposal of fixed assets plus
inventory in a certain period, including gross fixed capital formation and inventory increase.

Gross fixed capital formation refers to the value of fixed assets purchased, transferred in and self produced and self used by
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permanent residents after deducting the sales and transfer out of fixed assets, divided into gross tangible fixed assets formation and
gross intangible fixed assets formation. The total formation of tangible fixed assets includes the purchase (less disposal) value of
construction projects, installation projects, equipment and tools completed within a certain period, and the value of land improvement,
new service, seed, milk, wool, livestock for entertainment and new economic trees. The total formation of intangible fixed assets
includes the acquisition and disposal of mineral exploration, computer software, entertainment and original literary works of art.

The increase in inventory refers to the market value of the change in the physical quantity of the inventory of the resident unit,
that is, the difference between the closing value and the opening value. Inventory increase can be positive or negative; A positive value
indicates an increase in inventory, while a negative value indicates a decrease in inventory. It includes the inventories of raw materials,
fuels and reserves purchased by the production unit, as well as the inventories of finished products and products in process produced
by the production unit.

Net exports of goods and services refer to the difference between exports of goods and services and imports of goods and
services. Exports include the value of various goods and services sold or transferred free of charge by resident units to non resident
units; Imports include the value of various goods and services purchased or obtained free of charge by resident units from non resident
units. Since the provision and use of services occur at the same time, the import and export business of services does not have the
phenomenon of entry and exit. Generally, the services obtained by resident units from abroad are regarded as imports, and the services
obtained by non resident units from home are regarded as exports. The export and import of goods are calculated on FOB basis.

Laborer's remuneration refers to the total remuneration obtained by workers for engaging in production activities. Including all
forms of wages, bonuses and allowances received by workers, both in monetary form and in kind; It also includes public medical and
medical expenses enjoyed by workers, transportation subsidies for commuting to and from work, and social insurance premiums paid
by units. For the individual economy, it is not easy to distinguish the labor remuneration and operating profits obtained by its owners,
and the two parts are treated as labor remuneration.

Net production tax refers to the balance of production tax minus production subsidies. Production tax refers to various taxes,
surcharges and fees levied by the government on the production, sales and business activities of production units and the use of certain
production factors (such as fixed assets, land and labor) for production activities. Contrary to production tax, production subsidy refers
to the unilateral income transfer from the government to the production unit, so it is considered as negative production tax, including
policy loss subsidy, grain system price subsidy, export tax rebate income of foreign trade enterprises, etc.

Depreciation of fixed assets refers to the depreciation of fixed assets withdrawn according to the approved depreciation rate of
fixed assets to make up for the loss of fixed assets in a certain period, or the depreciation of fixed assets is virtually calculated
according to the depreciation rate uniformly stipulated in the national economic accounting. It reflects the transfer value of fixed assets
in the current production. The depreciation of fixed assets of various enterprises and institutions under enterprise management refers to
the depreciation expenses actually accrued and included in the cost; The depreciation of fixed assets of government agencies, non
enterprise management institutions and residential housing that do not accrue depreciation is a virtual depreciation calculated
according to the unified depreciation rate and the original value of fixed assets. In principle, the depreciation of fixed assets should be
calculated according to the replacement value of fixed assets. However, at present, China does not have the basis to revalue the fixed
assets of the whole society, so the above method can only be used temporarily.

Operating surplus refers to the balance of the added value created by the resident unit after deducting the remuneration of
workers, net production tax and depreciation of fixed assets. It is equivalent to the enterprise's operating profit plus production

subsidies, but the wages and benefits that are spent from the profits should be deducted.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Value Added of Farming, Forestry, Animal Husbandry and Fishery refers to new increasing value through farming,
forestry, animal husbandry and fishery and services for farming, forestry, animal husbandry and fishery minus their intermediate
consumption. That is the devotion to the society of the unit. It’s a base to calculate GDP in macroscopic. It reflects input and output.
results, rate and income of the units in microscopic.

Grain Yield refers to the yield in the whole country including grains produced by state farms, collective units, industrial
enterprises and mines. Grain includes rice, wheat, corn, sorghum, millet and other miscellaneous grains as well as tubers and beans.
Output of beans refers to dry beans without pods. The output of tubers (sweet potatoes and potatoes, not including taros and cassava)
was converted into that of grain at the ratio 4:1, i.e. 4 kilograms of fresh tubers was equivalent to 1 kilogram of grain up to 1963.Since
1964 the ratio for conversion has been 5:1. Tubers supplied as vegetables (such as potatoes) in cities and suburbs are calculated as
fresh vegetables and their output is not included in the output of grain. Output of all other grains refers to husked grain.

Yield of Oil-bearing Crops refers to the total yield of oil-bearing crops of various kinds, including peanuts, (dry, in shell)
rapeseeds, sesame, sunflower seeds, flax seeds, and other oil-bearing crops. Soybeans, oil-bearing woody plants, and wild oil-bearing
crops are not included.

Output of Aquatic Products  refers to catches of both artificially cultured and naturally grown aquatic products, including fish,
shrimps, crabs and shellfish in sea and inland water as well as seaweed. Freshwater plants are not included.

Output of Pork, Beef, and Mutton refers to the meat of slaughtered hogs, cattle, sheep and goats with head, feet, and offal
taken away.

Number of Livestock or Poultry in Stock at Beginning (or End)  refers to the total number of large animals, pigs, sheep,
fowls, etc. raised by rural cooperative organizations, state farms, rural individuals, government agencies, schools, industrial and mining
enterprises, army, and urban residents at the beginning (or end) of the reference period.

Sown Area of Crops refers to area of land sown or transplanted with crops regardless of being in cultivated area or non
cultivated area. Area of land re-sown due to natural disasters is also included.

Consumption of Chemical Fertilizers in Agriculture  refers to the quantity of chemical fertilizers applied in agriculture in
the year, including nitrogenous fertilizer, phosphate fertilizer, potash fertilizer, and compound fertilizer. The consumption of chemical
fertilizers is required in calculation to convert the gross weight into weight containing 100% effective component (e.g. 100% nitrogen
content in nitrogenous fertilizer, 100% phosphorous-pent oxide contents in phosphate fertilizer, 100% potassium oxide contents in
potash fertilizer). Compound fertilizer is converted with its major component.

Total Power of Farm Machinery  refers to total mechanical power of machinery used in farming, forestry, animal husbandry,
and fishery, including ploughing, irrigation and drainage, harvesting, transport, plant protection, stock breeding, forestry and fishery.
The power of internal combustion engines is required to convert horsepower into watts and the power of electric motors is required to
be converted into watts. Machinery employed for non agricultural purposes, such as the machines used in township run and village-run
industry, construction, non agricultural transport, scientific experiments and teaching, is excluded.

Labour Force Engaged in Farming, Forestry, Farming of animals and Fishing  refers to the total laborers who are directly
engaged in production of farming, forestry, animal husbandry and fishery.

Rural Employed Persons refer to rural labor forces aged over 16 years old who are engaged in real production and
management activities and receive payment in kind or wages, including those covered within the age frame and regularly participating
in production activities, and t hose who are out of the range of age frame and also participating in product ion activities regularly.
Excluding students studying in other places with their permanent residence registered in local areas, servicemen and persons incapable
of working; also excluding those who are waiting for jobs and those engaged in household work. Persons employed are classified as
rural employed persons; industrial employed persons; const ruction industry employ ed persons; transport, storage and
telecommunications industries employed persons; whole sales and retail sales trade and catering industry employed per sons and other

saccording to the longest period of persons engaged in major activities (or using income indicator when periods are the same).

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Industry refers to the material production departments engaged in the exploitation of natural resources and the processing and re
processing of excavated and agricultural products. Specifically, it includes: (1) the exploitation of natural resources, such as mining,
salt drying, etc. (excluding animal hunting and fishing); (2) Processing and reprocessing of agricultural and sideline products, such as
grain and oil processing, food processing, silk reeling, textile, leather making, etc; (3) Processing and reprocessing of excavated
materials, such as iron making, steel making, chemical production, petroleum processing, machine manufacturing, wood processing,
and the production and supply of electricity, tap water, and gas; (4) Repair and renovation of industrial products, such as repair of
machinery and equipment, repair of transportation vehicles (including automobiles), etc.

The industrial statistical investigation unit is an industrial legal person unit.

An industrial legal entity refers to a legal entity engaged in industrial production and business operations. An industrial legal
person unit shall simultaneously meet the following conditions: (D It is established according to law, has its own name, organization
and place, and can independently bear civil liability; @ Own (or authorize) assets independently, assume liabilities, and have the right
to sign contracts with other units; 3 Have accounts including balance sheets, or be able to prepare accounts as needed.

The types of enterprise registration involved in this yearbook:

(1) State owned enterprises refer to non corporate economic organizations whose assets are owned by the state and registered in
accordance with the Regulations of the People's Republic of China on the Administration of the Registration of Enterprise Legal
Persons. Excluding wholly state-owned companies in limited liability companies.

(2) Collective enterprises refer to economic organizations whose assets are collectively owned and registered in accordance with
the Regulations of the People's Republic of China on the Administration of the Registration of Enterprise Legal Persons.

(3) A joint stock cooperative enterprise is a collective economic organization based on the cooperative system, in which the
employees of the enterprise jointly invest in shares, absorb a certain proportion of social assets to invest and establish it, implement
independent operation, assume sole responsibility for profits and losses, work together, manage democratically, and combine
distribution according to work with dividends according to shares.

(4) Joint venture refers to an economic organization formed by two or more enterprise legal persons or public institution legal
persons with the same or different ownership, which are jointly invested on the principle of voluntariness, equality and mutual benefit.
Joint ventures include state-owned joint ventures, collective joint ventures, state-owned and collective joint ventures and other joint
ventures.

(5) A limited liability company refers to an economic organization that is registered in accordance with the provisions of the
Regulations of the People's Republic of China on the Administration of Company Registration, and is jointly invested by two or more
shareholders, each shareholder is limited to the company with its subscribed capital contribution, and the company is liable for its
debts with all its assets. Limited liability companies include wholly state-owned companies and other limited liability companies.

(6) A joint stock limited company refers to an economic organization that is registered in accordance with the Regulations of the
People's Republic of China on the Administration of Company Registration. Its total registered capital consists of shares of equal value
and is raised through the issuance of shares. Shareholders bear limited liability for the company with the shares they subscribe for, and
the company is responsible for its debts with all its assets.

(7) The private enterprise refers to a profit-making economic organization invested by or controlled by a natural person and based
on employment. Including private proprietorship enterprises, private partnerships, private limited liability companies, private joint
stock limited companies and individual proprietorship enterprises registered in accordance with the Company Law, the Partnership
Law and the Individual Proprietorship Enterprise Law.

(8) Other domestic funded enterprises refer to other domestic funded economic organizations other than those in Articles 1 to 7
above.

(9) Joint venture enterprises with Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan businessmen refer to the enterprises invested and established by
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investors from Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan and mainland enterprises in accordance with the provisions of the Law of the People's
Republic of China on Chinese Foreign Equity Joint Ventures and relevant laws and in accordance with the proportion specified in the
contract, sharing profits, risks and losses.

(10) A contractual joint venture with Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan refers to an enterprise in which investors from Hong Kong,
Macao and Taiwan and mainland enterprises invest or provide conditions for establishment in accordance with the provisions of the
Chinese Foreign Cooperative Enterprise Law of the People's Republic of China and relevant laws, and distribute profits, share risks
and losses.

(11) The sole proprietorship enterprise of Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan refers to the enterprise established in the mainland with
full investment by investors from Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan in accordance with the original Law of the People's Republic of
China on Foreign funded Enterprises and relevant laws.

(12) Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan businessmen's investment joint stock limited company refers to a joint stock limited
company established in accordance with relevant national regulations and approved by the Ministry of Commerce (the former Ministry
of Foreign Trade and Economic Cooperation), in which the share capital of Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan businessmen accounts for
more than 25% of the company's registered capital. Where the share capital of Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan businessmen accounts
for less than 25% of the company's registered capital, it belongs to a joint stock limited company among domestic enterprises.

(13) Chinese foreign equity joint venture refers to an enterprise invested and established by foreign enterprises or foreigners and
Chinese mainland enterprises in accordance with the original Law of the People's Republic of China on Chinese Foreign Equity Joint
Ventures and the provisions of relevant laws, in accordance with the proportion specified in the contract, to share profits, risks and
losses.

(14) A Chinese foreign contractual joint venture refers to an enterprise in which foreign enterprises or foreigners and Chinese
mainland enterprises make investment or provide conditions for establishment in accordance with the provisions of the original Law of
the People's Republic of China on Chinese Foreign Contractual Joint Ventures and relevant laws, and distribute profits, share risks and
losses.

(15) A foreign-funded enterprise refers to an enterprise established in mainland China with full investment by foreign investors in
accordance with the former Law of the People's Republic of China on Foreign funded Enterprises and relevant laws.

(16) A joint stock limited company with foreign investment refers to a joint stock limited company established with the approval
of the Ministry of Commerce (the former Ministry of Foreign Trade and Economic Cooperation) in accordance with the relevant
provisions of the State and in which the share capital of foreign capital accounts for more than 25% of the registered capital of the
company. Where the proportion of foreign capital in the registered capital of the Company is less than 25%, it belongs to a domestic
joint stock limited company.

State holding enterprises are classified as "state holding" enterprises with mixed ownership economy. It refers to the enterprise
whose total assets (shares) of these enterprises account for the largest amount of Chinese assets (shares) compared with any other
owner. This group reflects the holding of state-owned economy.

Light industry refers to the industry mainly providing consumer goods and making hand tools.

Heavy industry refers to the industry that provides major means of production for all sectors of the national economy with a
material and technological basis.

Industrial added value refers to the final results of industrial production activities in monetary form of industrial enterprises
during the reporting period.

Total assets refer to the resources formed by past transactions or events of the enterprise, owned or controlled by the enterprise,
and expected to bring economic benefits to the enterprise. It includes physical assets such as land, office buildings, plants, machines,
means of transport, inventories, and financial assets such as cash, deposits, accounts receivable and prepayments. Assets are generally
classified into current assets and non current assets according to their liquidity (the time of realization or consumption of assets).
Current assets can be divided into monetary capital, trading financial assets, notes receivable, accounts receivable, prepayments, other
receivables, inventory, etc; Non current assets can be divided into long-term equity investment, fixed assets, intangible assets and other
non current assets.

The total assets of current assets shall be classified as current assets if one of the following conditions is met: (1) It is expected to

be realized, sold or consumed in a normal business cycle, mainly including inventory, accounts receivable, etc; (2) Held primarily for
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trading purposes; (3) It is expected to be realized within one year (including one year) from the balance sheet date; (4) Cash or cash
equivalents with unlimited ability to exchange other assets or settle liabilities within one year from the balance sheet date. Including
monetary capital, notes receivable, accounts receivable, inventory and other items.

Inventories refer to finished products or commodities held by enterprises for sale in their daily activities, products in process of
production, materials or materials consumed in the process of production or provision of labor services, generally including raw
materials, products in process, semi-finished products, finished products, commodities, and weekly materials.

Finished products refer to the products that an enterprise has completed the entire production process, accepted and warehoused,
can be delivered to the ordering unit according to the conditions specified in the contract, or can be sold as commodities.

Total liabilities refer to the current obligations of an enterprise formed by past transactions or events that are expected to lead to
the outflow of economic benefits. Including bank loans, loans, accounts payable, wages payable to employees, employee welfare
payable, taxes payable and other debts that the enterprise is responsible for repaying.

The total liabilities of current liabilities shall be classified as current liabilities if they meet one of the following conditions: (1)
they are expected to be settled in a normal business cycle; (2) Held primarily for trading purposes; (3) Due and payable within one year
from the balance sheet date; (4) The enterprise has no right to postpone the liquidation to more than one year after the balance sheet
date. Including short-term loans, notes payable, accounts payable, payroll payable, taxes payable, etc.

Total owner's equity refers to the residual equity enjoyed by the owner after deducting the liabilities from the assets of the
enterprise. The owner's equity of a company is also called shareholders' equity. Including paid in capital, capital reserve, surplus
reserve, undistributed profits, etc.

Paid in capital refers to the capital actually received by the enterprise from investors. According to the investment subject, it can
be divided into national capital, collective capital, corporate capital, individual capital, Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan capital and
foreign capital.

The original price of fixed assets refers to the cost of fixed assets, including the total amount of all expenditures incurred by an
enterprise in the purchase, self construction, installation, reconstruction, expansion and technical transformation of a fixed asset.

Net value of fixed assets refers to the amount of the original price of fixed assets minus accumulated depreciation and fixed
assets depreciation reserves.

Accumulated depreciation refers to the accumulated depreciation of fixed assets over the years withdrawn by an enterprise at the
end of the reporting period. Including depreciation of houses, buildings, machinery and equipment.

Operating income refers to the inflow of economic benefits from production and operation activities such as selling goods,
providing labor services and transferring the right to use assets. Including "main business income" and "other business income".

The main business income refers to the income from the main business of the enterprise.

Operating costs refer to the actual costs incurred by an enterprise in production and operation activities such as selling goods,
providing labor services and transferring the right to use assets.

Taxes and surcharges refer to the consumption tax, urban maintenance and construction tax, resource tax, environmental
protection tax, education surcharges, property tax, urban land use tax, vehicle and vessel tax, stamp tax and other relevant taxes
payable by enterprises in accordance with the provisions of the tax law for production and operation activities.

The payable VAT is a turnover tax levied according to the tax law on the basis of the value added from the sale of goods, services,
intangible assets, real estate or the provision of processing, repair and replacement services and the amount of goods imported. The
calculation formula is:

Value added tax payable=output tax amount - (input tax amount - input tax amount transferred out) - export offset domestic
product tax payable - tax deduction+export tax refund+simple tax calculation

Input tax refers to the value-added tax paid by the enterprise for purchasing goods or receiving taxable services within the
reporting period and allowed to be deducted from the output tax.

Output tax refers to the value-added tax that should be collected by enterprises for selling goods or providing taxable services
during the reporting period.

The contribution rate of total assets reflects the profitability of all assets of an enterprise. It is a concentrated reflection of the
enterprise's business performance and management level, and a core indicator for evaluating and assessing the profitability of an

enterprise. The calculation formula is:
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Contribution rate of total assets=(total profits+total taxes+tinterest expenses)/total average assets * 100%

Asset liability ratio This indicator reflects both the size of the business risk of the enterprise and the ability of the enterprise to
use the funds provided by creditors to engage in business activities. The calculation formula is:

Asset liability ratio=total liabilities/total assets * 100%

The profit rate of industrial cost refers to the ratio of profit to cost realized in a certain period, which reflects the economic
benefits of industrial production costs and cost inputs, as well as the economic benefits of cost reduction. The calculation formula is:

Profit rate of industrial cost (%)=total profit/total cost and expense * 100%

The industrial added value rate refers to the proportion of industrial added value in the total industrial output of the same period,
reflecting the economic benefits of reducing intermediate consumption. The calculation formula is:

Industrial added value rate (%)=industrial added value (current price)/total industrial output * 100%

The turnover times of current assets refer to the turnover times of current assets completed in a certain period, reflecting the
turnover speed of current assets. The calculation formula is:

Current assets turnover times=product sales revenue/average balance of all current assets

Product sales rate refers to the ratio of the industrial sales output value to the total industrial output value in the same period
during the reporting period. It is an indicator to reflect the extent to which industrial products have been sold, analyze the connection
between industrial production and sales, and study the extent to which industrial products meet social needs. The calculation formula
is:

Product sales rate (%)=industrial sales output value/total industrial output value (current price) * 100%

The total labor productivity refers to the average product production of each employee in a unit time, calculated according to
the product value index. It is an important indicator to assess the economic activities of an enterprise, and a comprehensive expression
of the enterprise's production technology level, management level, technical proficiency of employees and labor enthusiasm. At
present, China's total labor productivity is calculated by dividing the industrial added value of industrial enterprises by the average
number of all employees in the same period. The calculation formula is:

Total labor productivity (%)=industrial added value/average number of all employees * 100%

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Total energy production refers to the total amount of primary energy production of the country in a certain period. This indicator
is a gross indicator to observe the national energy production level, scale, composition and development speed. The primary energy
production includes the power generation of raw coal, crude oil, natural gas, hydropower, nuclear energy and other power energy (such
as wind energy, geothermal energy, etc.), excluding the production of low calorific value fuels, the utilization of biomass energy, solar
energy, etc., and the production of secondary energy converted from the processing of primary energy.

Total energy consumption refers to the sum of all kinds of energy consumed by material production departments, non-material
production departments and living in a certain period of time. This indicator is a total indicator to observe the level, composition and
growth rate of energy consumption. Total energy consumption includes raw coal, crude oil and its products, natural gas and electricity,
excluding the use of low calorific value fuels, biomass energy and solar energy. The total energy consumption is divided into terminal
energy consumption, energy processing and conversion loss and energy loss.

The elasticity coefficient of energy production is an indicator of the relationship between the growth rate of energy production
and the growth rate of national economy. The calculation formula is:

Elastic coefficient of energy production=annual average growth rate of total energy production/annual average growth rate of
national economy

The average annual growth rate of the national economy can be calculated by GDP, GDP and other indicators according to
different purposes or needs. This yearbook uses GDP indicators to calculate.

The elastic coefficient of energy consumption is an indicator that reflects the proportional relationship between the growth rate
of energy consumption and the growth rate of national economy. The calculation formula is:

Elasticity coefficient of energy consumption=annual average growth rate of energy consumption/annual average growth rate of
national economy

The efficiency of energy processing and conversion refers to the ratio of the quantity of various energy products produced and
the quantity of various energies put into processing and conversion during the same period after energy processing and conversion.
This indicator is an important indicator to observe the advanced and backward energy processing and conversion devices and
production processes, and the high and low management level. The calculation formula is:

Energy processing conversion efficiency=energy processing conversion output/energy processing conversion input x 100%

Energy consumption per unit GDP refers to the energy consumed by a country or region for each unit of GDP in a certain
period. The calculation formula is:

Energy consumption per unit GDP=total energy consumption/GDP

Power consumption per unit GDP refers to the power consumed by a country or region for each unit of GDP produced in a
certain period. The calculation formula is:

Power consumption per unit GDP=power consumption of the whole society/GDP

Energy consumption per unit of industrial added value refers to the energy consumption per unit of industrial added value
produced by a country or region in a certain period. The calculation formula is:

Energy consumption per unit industrial added value=industrial energy consumption/industrial added value

Water intake refers to the amount of water actually extracted from various water sources by industrial legal person enterprises. It
includes the extracted surface water, groundwater, tap water, water up to standard for sewage treatment, sewage not up to standard,
rainwater collection and utilization, and other water or aquatic products (such as purified water, mineral water, etc.) purchased by
enterprises from the market, including seawater, underground brine, salt lake water taken by salt mining enterprises, seawater taken by
seawater desalination enterprises, surface water and groundwater taken by tap water production enterprises, and sewage treated by
sewage treatment plants.

External water supply refers to the amount of water provided by the water supply unit to the water use unit that meets the
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quality requirements of the water use unit. It includes tap water supplied by tap water production enterprises, purified water and
mineral water supplied by purified water and mineral water production enterprises, reclaimed water supplied by sewage treatment
plants or treated water meeting user quality requirements, desalted water supplied by seawater desalination water enterprises, and
water supplied to users by enterprises extracting underground water and surface water. It does not include water directly discharged to
nature.

Land surface water refers to the water from rivers, lakes, reservoirs and other surface water sources, excluding sea water. The
surface water is fresh water and salt water. The water of the land salt lake is salt water. The water in general rivers, lakes and reservoirs
is fresh water.

Groundwater refers to water in geological strata or soil layers. Groundwater is also divided into fresh water and salt water.

Tap water refers to the water that is supplied through the urban tap water pipeline network after the surface water, groundwater,
etc. are processed by the water supply enterprise and are certified to meet the tap water supply standard.

Other water refers to water that is not covered by the above water sources or is not clearly defined. For example, some product
water, such as purified water, mineral water, seawater desalination water, or water treated by sewage treatment plants. Other water
shall not include tea drinks, carbonated drinks, fruit juice drinks, alcohol and other products that use a lot of water.

Recycled water (reclaimed water) refers to the water that can be reused after the sewage has been properly treated and reaches a
certain water quality index to meet certain use requirements.

Repeated water consumption Industrial enterprises' repeated water consumption refers to the amount of water that is directly
recycled or reused after treatment of wastewater discharged from production and living within the enterprise, excluding the reclaimed
water purchased by enterprises from urban sewage treatment plants and wastewater that meets the enterprise water use standards. In
the report period, the water consumption of the enterprise shall be calculated for each reuse of wastewater. The repeated water

consumption does not include the direct cooling water discharge of rivers, lakes and seas.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Fixed asset investment (excluding farmers) refers to the construction project investment and real estate development
investment with a total planned investment of more than 5 million yuan from urban and rural enterprises, institutions, administrative
units and urban self-employed households of various registered types, including urban fixed asset investment plus rural enterprises and
institutions investment projects of the original caliber, which has been used since 2011.

Private investment in fixed assets refers to the investment in the construction or purchase of fixed assets within the territory of
the People's Republic of China by domestic investment investigation units of a collective, private or individual nature and investigation
units controlled by them (including absolute and relative control).

Actual funds in place refer to various monetary funds used for investment in projects under construction. Including state budget
funds, domestic loans, bonds, utilization of foreign capital, self raised funds and other funds.

State budget funds State budget includes general budget, government fund budget, state-owned capital operation budget and
social security fund budget. The funds used for investment in fixed assets in various budgets are all reported as national budget funds.
The part used for investment in fixed assets in the general budget includes infrastructure investment, vehicle purchase tax, post disaster
recovery and reconstruction fund and other financial investments. Government bonds and special government bonds at all levels shall
also be included in the national budget funds.

Domestic loans refer to various domestic loans borrowed from banks and non bank financial institutions for investment in
projects under construction during the reporting period, including loans issued by banks using their own funds and deposits, domestic
loans allocated by superiors, national special loans, loans arranged by special funds of local finance, domestic reserve loans, revolving
loans, etc.

Bonds refer to debt certificates issued by enterprises or financial institutions to investors for the purpose of raising funds for fixed
asset investment, which promise to repay the principal and interest according to certain issuance conditions, including financial bonds
and corporate bonds. Financial bonds are bonds issued by banks and non bank financial institutions. At present, financial bonds in
China are mainly divided into two categories: policy financial bonds issued by policy banks such as the National Development Bank
and the Export Import Bank, and commercial financial bonds issued by commercial financial institutions such as commercial banks,
securities companies, and financial companies. Corporate bonds are bonds issued by industrial and commercial enterprises in
accordance with legal procedures. The issuer of corporate bonds can be a joint-stock company or a non joint-stock company, a listed
company or a non listed company, including corporate bonds issued in accordance with the Regulations on the Administration of
Corporate Bonds, listed corporate bonds issued in accordance with the Company Law, and medium-term notes issued in accordance
with the regulations of the People's Bank of China.

The use of foreign capital refers to the funds (including equipment, materials and technology) received from abroad (including
foreign countries, Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan) during the reporting period. Including foreign loans (loans from foreign
governments, loans from international financial organizations, export credits, commercial loans from foreign banks, bonds and stocks
issued abroad), foreign direct investment, and other foreign investment (including compensation trade, equipment price provided by
foreign investors for processing and assembling, international leasing, and reinvestment funds of foreign investment income). It does
not include China's own foreign exchange funds (national foreign exchange, local foreign exchange, retained foreign exchange,
adjusted foreign exchange and foreign exchange loans issued by China's domestic banks with their own funds). All kinds of foreign
capital are converted into RMB at the foreign exchange rate (middle rate) during the reporting period.

Self raised funds refer to the funds raised during the reporting period for investment in projects under construction. Including self
owned funds, funds invested by shareholders and borrowed funds, but excluding various financial funds, funds borrowed from various
financial institutions and foreign funds.

Other sources of funds refer to the funds received during the reporting period for investment in fixed assets other than the above

funds. Including social funds, personal funds, funds donated without compensation and funds allocated by other units.
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Investment in fixed assets by nature of construction It shall be determined according to the situation of the whole construction
project. The nature of construction projects is generally divided into new construction, expansion, reconstruction and technical
transformation, simple construction of living facilities, relocation, restoration and simple purchase. Farmers' investment is not
classified into construction nature.

(1) New construction refers to the project started from scratch. Projects invested by existing enterprises, institutions and
administrative units generally do not belong to new construction. However, if the original foundation of some units is very small, and
the value of the newly added fixed assets after construction is more than three times of the original value (original value) of the
original fixed assets of the enterprises, institutions and administrative units, it shall also be regarded as new construction.

(2) Expansion refers to the additional production workshops (or major projects), branch plants, independent production lines and
other projects to expand the production capacity (or benefit) of the original products or increase the production capacity of new
products. The administrative and public institutions have also built additional business rooms in the original units (such as the school's
additional teaching rooms, the hospital's additional outpatient department, wards, etc.) as expansion.

In order to expand the original production capacity of main products or increase the production capacity of new products, the
existing investigation units should build one or more main production workshops (or main projects) and branches, and carry out some
renovation projects at the same time, which should also be considered as expansion.

(3) Reconstruction and technical transformation refer to the construction project of technical transformation or renewal of the
original facilities (including corresponding supporting auxiliary production, living and welfare facilities). The reconstruction projects
include the construction projects of the main product categories (such as military enterprises to civilian products) changed by the
investigation unit to adapt to the needs of market changes; Due to the unbalanced capacity of each process (workshop) in the original
product production line, the construction project is added to fill in and supplement the original production capacity, but does not
increase the production capacity of main products. Technological transformation refers to that the investigation unit replaces the
backward technology with advanced technology and replaces the backward technology and equipment with advanced technology and
equipment on the existing basis, so as to change the backward technological and economic outlook of the enterprise, realize the
expanded reproduction based on connotation, and achieve the purpose of improving product quality, promoting product upgrading,
saving energy, reducing consumption, expanding production scale, and comprehensively improving social and economic benefits. The
technical transformation specifically includes the following contents: the renewal and transformation of machinery, equipment and
tools; Production process reform, energy conservation and raw material transformation; Reconstruction of factory buildings and public
facilities; "Three wastes" treatment and transformation for environmental protection; Transformation of working conditions and
production environment, etc.

Investment in fixed assets by component (1) Construction projects refer to the construction projects of various houses and
buildings. This part of investment must be realized through construction activities.

(2) Installation works refer to the installation works of various equipment and devices.

In the installation project, the value of the installed equipment is not included.

(3) The purchase of equipment, tools and instruments refers to the value of equipment, tools and instruments purchased or
self-made during the reporting period that meet the standard of fixed assets.

(4) Other expenses refer to the expenses incurred in the process of project construction, except for the completed investment
amount of construction and installation works and purchase of equipment, tools and instruments, and do not refer to other financial
expenses in operation.

Construction projects refer to the construction projects that have carried out construction activities of construction or installation
projects in the report period, including the new projects started in the report period, the projects started before the report period and
continued construction in the report period, as well as the projects that have been constructed in the report period and completed and
put into operation or suspended in the report period.

Fully completed and put into operation industrial projects refer to the construction projects that have been completed as the
main project and its corresponding supporting auxiliary facilities to form the production capacity specified in the design documents,

have been proved to have the conditions for producing the qualified products specified in the design after the load test run, and have
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passed the acceptance appraisal or reached the completion acceptance standards. The living and welfare facilities supporting the
productive projects can meet the needs of normal production in the near future, and have been officially handed over to production.
Non industrial projects refer to the construction projects that have been formally handed over for use after the main works and
corresponding supporting projects specified in the design documents have been completed, can give full play to the full benefits
specified in the design, and have passed the acceptance appraisal or reached the completion acceptance standards.

Real estate development investment refers to the housing buildings and supporting service facilities uniformly developed by
real estate development companies, commercial housing construction companies and other real estate development legal entities and
the activity entities affiliated to other legal entities that are actually engaged in real estate development or operation, including houses,
factories, warehouses, hotels, hotels, resorts, office buildings, office buildings, etc., which are under unified construction, demolition
and reconstruction, Investment in land development projects (such as road, water supply, drainage, power supply, heat supply,
communication, site leveling and other infrastructure projects); It does not include simple land transaction activities.

The building area of the house refers to the total plane area of each floor calculated from the exterior wall line of the house,
including the available effective area and the area occupied by the house structure (such as columns and walls). Multi storey buildings
are calculated according to the total area of each floor (including basement).

Residential building area refers to the construction and completed building area for residential use in the construction and
completed building area.

Construction area refers to the construction area of all houses in the report period. It includes the area of new construction in the
current phase, the area of houses that entered the current phase and continued construction in the previous phase, the area of houses
that were stopped and postponed in the previous phase and resumed construction in the current phase, the area of houses that were
completed in the current phase and the area of houses that were stopped and postponed after the construction in the current phase.

The completed area refers to the building area that has been completed in accordance with the design requirements, has met the
living and use conditions, and has been officially handed over to the user after passing the acceptance appraisal within the report
period.

New fixed assets refer to the value of new fixed assets formed through investment activities, including the value of projects that
have been completed and put into production or delivered for use, the value of equipment, tools and appliances that meet the standard
of fixed assets, and related amortized expenses. It is a comprehensive indicator of fixed asset investment results in the form of value,
which can comprehensively reflect the fixed asset investment results in different periods, different departments and different regions.

Villas and high-grade apartments refer to commercial residential buildings whose construction cost and sales price are
significantly higher than those of ordinary commercial residential buildings. Villas generally refer to commercial residential buildings
located in the suburbs and formed independently; The high-grade apartment generally refers to the high-rise or multi-storey
commercial residence located in the noble community of the city. Criteria for determining villas and high-end apartments: First, the
development projects of villas and high-end apartments that have been approved by competent authorities with the power to approve
real estate investment plans; Second, the sales price of villas and apartment development projects is more than twice the average sales
price of commercial residential buildings in the same local area. This indicator can analyze the real estate investment structure and
reflect the supply and demand balance of high-income households' commercial housing.

Affordable housing refers to the policy housing arranged and constructed according to the national affordable housing plan.
Economy refers to that the building cost and sales price of houses are lower than those of ordinary commercial houses; Applicable
means suitable for low and middle income families. Economical and applicable houses are mainly developed and sold by real estate
companies under the unified investment plan issued by the state; Administrative allocation or bidding is generally adopted for land use,
and land transfer fees are exempted; The approved fees shall be collected by half, and the development profit shall not exceed 3%; The
sales price is guided by the government. This indicator can analyze the real estate investment structure and reflect the balance between
supply and demand of commodity housing for middle - and low-income families.

The actual area of houses sold refers to the area of commercial houses that have signed a house sales contract and been officially
delivered to the buyer for use in the reporting period, namely the area of existing houses sold in the reporting period. It does not
include the area of commercial houses that have signed pre-sale contracts but are still under construction, but includes the area of
commercial houses that have signed pre-sale contracts during or before the reporting period and have been completed and delivered for

use during the reporting period.

Sales to individuals refer to the area of commercial houses actually sold to domestic individuals, excluding the part sold to
individuals in export sales.

The investment amount of commercial housing construction refers to the investment amount completed by real estate
development enterprises (units) in housing projects such as residential buildings, factory buildings, warehouses, hotels, resorts, office
buildings, office buildings and supporting service facilities for sale and lease.

The area of developed land refers to the area of land that has been developed during the reporting period and has completed the
preliminary development project of "seven supplies and one equality"”, and is qualified for building construction or transfer.

The land area purchased in this year refers to the land area where the land use right has been obtained in various ways in this

year.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Highway mileage It refers to the mileage of roads that have actually reached the technical grade specified in the Technical
Standard for Highway Engineering JTG B01-2003 within a certain period of time and have been officially accepted by the highway
authorities for use. Including suburban roads in large and medium-sized cities, as well as the highway mileage, highway bridge length,
tunnel length, ferry width, and the mileage of roads built by stages that have been accepted and delivered for use through the streets of
small towns (county towns and market towns), excluding the mileage of streets, factories and mines, production roads in forest areas,
and agricultural production roads in large and medium-sized cities. If two or more highways jointly pass through the same section, the
mileage shall be calculated only once, and the mileage shall not be calculated repeatedly. According to the technical grade of highway,
it can be divided into classified highway and substandard highway, among which, classified highway can be divided into expressway,
first class highway, second class highway, third class highway and fourth class highway. This indicator can reflect the development
scale of highway construction, and is also the basic data for calculating transportation network density and other indicators.

Road freight volume refers to the quantity of goods actually transported to the destination and unloaded by various road
transport vehicles within a certain period. The indicators reflecting the road freight volume include the tonnage of goods sent, the
tonnage of goods arrived and the tonnage of goods transported.

Road cargo turnover refers to the sum of the product of the cargo volume actually completed by various road transport vehicles
in a certain period and the corresponding transportation distance. The calculation formula is:

Cargo turnover (ton kilometers)=2 (weight of each batch of cargo X Transportation distance of this batch of goods)

Road passenger traffic volume refers to the number of passengers actually transported by road transport enterprises and other
units organized by them in a certain period of time. Calculation method of highway passenger traffic volume: no matter the distance
and fare, the passenger ticket shall be taken as the basis and "person" as the unit of measurement; Passenger traffic volume will not be
calculated for free ticket children under the ticket purchasing age.

Road passenger turnover refers to the sum of the product of the number of passengers actually transported by various road
transport vehicles in a certain period and the corresponding transportation distance. The calculation formula is:

Passenger turnover (person km)= > (each passenger actually transported X Distance between departure station and arrival
station)

The ownership of civil vehicles refers to the number of all vehicles registered with civil vehicle licenses at the end of the
reporting period in accordance with the Work Specifications for Motor Vehicle Registration by the public security and traffic
management department. The main categories of car ownership statistics are: passenger cars, trucks and other cars according to the car
structure; According to different car owners, it can be divided into individual (private) cars and unit cars; According to the use nature
of automobiles, they can be divided into operating automobiles and non operating automobiles; According to different sizes and
specifications of vehicles, passenger vehicles are divided into large, medium, small and micro vehicles, and cargo vehicles are divided
into heavy, medium, light and micro vehicles.

The total amount of post and telecommunications business refers to the total amount of various post and telecommunications
services provided by post and telecommunications enterprises in the form of currency. The calculation method is to multiply the
physical quantity of all kinds of post and telecommunications services by the corresponding constant unit price, calculate the monetary
quantity of all kinds of services, and then add them together. This indicator reflects the overall results of post and telecommunications
business development in a certain period, and is a comprehensive indicator to observe the general trend of post and
telecommunications business development and change. It is calculated by total postal business and total telecommunications business
respectively.

Mobile telephone users refer to all telephone users who enter the mobile telephone network through the mobile telephone
exchange at the end of the reporting period. It includes various contracted users, prepaid smart network users, wireless network card
users (including 2G and 3G wireless network card users), etc.

Local Telephone Subscribers  refer to subscribers that are connected to the local telecommunication service provider through
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fix line network, including household subscribers, institutional subscribers and public telephones. They are also classified as city
subscribers and rural subscribers according to locations. Before 1997, city subscribers referred to those connected to city telephone
networks in county towns and cities, while village subscribers referred to those connected to village telephone stations at and below
counties. Since 1997, the classification of telephone subscribers was modified on the basis of physical location of the subscribers as
urban telephone subscribers and rural telephone subscribers, which is different from the previous classification of categorizing local
telephones and rural telephones, while the definition of total subscribers and total number of telephones remain unchanged.

Urban Telephone Subscribers refer to subscribers telephone subscribers, located at municipalities, cities under the
jurisdiction of province, cities at prefectural level, downtown and suburb of city at county level town and county towns (including
country towns where county government located, and towns of county level according to the administrative organizational system),
that are connected to the public line telephone network, including rural mineral area, forest area, military area.

Rural Telephone Subscribers refer to telephone subscribers, located at towns under county town and country, that are
connected to the public line telephone network.

Household Telephone Subscribers refer to telephone sets installed in the dwelling units of urban or rural residents, and
registered as residence subscribers for payment, including 3 types of payment for the service: private payment, public payment and

free service.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Total current assets Assets shall be classified as current assets if:

(1) they are expected to be realized, sold or consumed in a normal business cycle, including inventories, accounts receivable, etc. ;

(2) they are held primarily for trading purposes;

(3) expected to be realized within one year (including one year) from the Balance Sheet Date;

(4) unrestricted ability to exchange other assets or liquidate liabilities for cash or cash equivalents within one year from the balance
sheet date. Including Monetary Funds, notes receivable, accounts receivable, inventory and other items. According to the accounting

"Balance Sheet" in the *"total current assets" item of the closing balance of the report.

Original price of fixed assets Refers to the cost of fixed assets, including the enterprise in the acquisition, self-construction,
installation, renovation, expansion, technical transformation of a fixed assets incurred by the total expenditure. According to the
accounting "fixed assets" the end of the debit balance to fill in.

Total assets It refers to the resources formed by the past transactions or events of the enterprise, owned or controlled by the
enterprise, and expected to bring economic benefits to the enterprise. It includes physical assets such as land, office buildings, plants,
machines, means of transport, inventories, and financial assets such as cash, deposits, accounts receivable and prepayments. Assets are
generally classified into current assets and non current assets according to their liquidity (the time of realization or consumption of
assets). Current assets can be divided into monetary capital, trading financial assets, notes receivable, accounts receivable,
prepayments, other receivables, inventory, etc; Non current assets can be divided into long-term equity investment, fixed assets,
intangible assets and other non current assets. Fill in according to the ending balance of "Total Assets" in the "Balance Sheet" of the
accounting.

Total liabilities It refers to the current obligations of the enterprise formed by past transactions or events, which are expected to
lead to the outflow of economic benefits. Including bank loans, loans, accounts payable, employee compensation payable, employee
welfare payable, taxes payable and other debts that enterprises are liable to repay. Fill in according to the ending balance of the "total
liabilities" item in the accounting balance sheet.

Liabilities are generally divided into current liabilities and non current liabilities according to the length of repayment period.
Enterprises implementing the Accounting Standards for Business Enterprises or the Accounting Standards for Small Enterprises: total
liabilities=total current liabilities+total non current liabilities; The liabilities of enterprises implementing other enterprise accounting
systems include current liabilities and long-term liabilities.

Operating income refers to the inflow of economic benefits from production and operation activities such as selling goods,
providing labor services and transferring the right to use assets. Including "main business income" and "other business income". Fill in
according to the accumulated amount of the current year of the "operating income" item in the "income statement" of the accounting.

Operating costs It refers to the actual costs incurred by the enterprise in production and operation activities such as selling goods,
providing labor services and transferring the right to use assets. The "operating cost" shall be matched with the "operating revenue".
Including "main business cost" and "other business cost". Fill in according to the accumulated amount of the current year of the
"operating cost" item in the "income statement" of the accounting.

Operating profit It refers to the profits obtained by the enterprise from its production and operation activities. Enterprises that
implement the Accounting Standards for Business Enterprises or the Accounting Standards for Small Business Enterprises shall fill in
and report according to the accumulated amount of the "operating profit" item in the accounting "income statement" this year.
Enterprises that implement other enterprise accounting systems shall fill in and report according to the accumulated amount of
"operating profit" and "investment income" in the current year in the "income statement".

The total profit It refers to the operating results of an enterprise in a certain accounting period. It is the surplus after deducting
various expenses from various incomes in the production and operation process, reflecting the total profit and loss realized by the
enterprise in the reporting period. The total profit is the amount of operating profit plus non operating income minus non operating
expenses, which is filled in according to the accumulated amount of the current year of the "total profit" item in the "income
statement" of the accounting.

Payroll payable (accumulated credit amount in the current period) Refers to various forms of remuneration or compensation
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given by the enterprise to obtain services provided by employees or terminate labor relations. It includes employee wages, bonuses,
allowances and subsidies, employee welfare, medical insurance, endowment insurance, unemployment insurance, work-related injury
insurance, maternity insurance and other social insurance premiums, housing fund, labor union funds and employee education funds,
paid absenteeism, profit sharing plans, non monetary benefits, dismissal benefits and other remuneration or compensation for services
provided by employees. Among them, social insurance and housing fund should include the part borne by the unit and individual.

VAT payable A turnover tax levied in accordance with the tax law on the basis of the value added in the sale of goods, services,
intangible asset, real estate, or the value added in the provision of services for processing, repair and fitting, and the value of the import
of goods. When this indicator is filled in, the value-added tax payable by the enterprise in the current period shall be accounted for on
the accrual basis.

End-of-term Labor Refers to the number of persons actually owned by the enterprise and engaged in the production and
operation activities of the enterprise at 24:00 on the last day of the reporting period. This indicator is a time-point indicator and does
not include persons who no longer participate in the production and operation activities of the enterprise on the last day or before.
Including the enterprise's official personnel, labor dispatch personnel and other temporary personnel. Specifically, it includes personnel
directly involved in the production activities of the enterprise, such as processing, assembly, repair and maintenance; Including
personnel who are engaged in activities directly related to production, such as the external installation of products, storage, cleaning
and sale of the enterprise; personnel who are not involved in the production and operation activities of the enterprise but who mainly
provide services for the production and operation activities of the enterprise, it shall also be regarded as personnel involved in
production and operation activities, such as personnel engaged in transportation and storage activities by means of vehicles, storage
and other facilities of the unit. It does not include persons who receive wages, dividends or bonuses in the enterprise but do not
participate in the production and operation activities of the enterprise; It does not include persons who take part in the construction of
the enterprise but are engaged in work unrelated to the production and operation activities, such as those who take part in the

construction of the enterprise's factory building.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Total Retail Sales of Consumer Goods It refers to the amount of physical goods directly sold by enterprises (units,
self-employed households) to individuals and social groups for non production and non business purposes through transactions, as well
as the amount of income from providing catering services.. Retail sales of consumer goods include:

1. Sales by wholesale and retail units:

(1) of consumer goods sold to urban and rural households

(2) of commodities sold to foreigners, overseas Chinese and Chinese compatriots from Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan visiting in
China

(3) of commodities sold to government agencies, institutions, social organizations, military and armed police units, and
commodities sold to enterprises in the form of retail sales. More specifically, they include: office facilities and articles for
non-production purposes such as communications equipment, computing equipment and instruments, TV and network equipment,
printing and copying equipment, audio-visual equipment and instruments, paper, notebooks, stationeries, furniture, electric appliances,
knitwear, sanitation and cleaning articles, cultural and sport articles, articles for prizes, souvenirs, etc.; transport vehicles and fuels for
employees; materials, spare parts and tools for the maintenance of office facilities; equipment, fuels, materials and food for winter
heating or summer cooling purposes; articles and equipment for teaching purpose; Chinese and western medicines and medical
equipment and facilities purchased by non profit-making medical institutes; non-specialized work safety articles; cooking utensils,
tableware, equipment, cleaning articles, food and fuels purchased by internal cafeterias; clothes and personal articles purchased by
military or armed police units for their officials and soldiers; and other equipment and articles for non-production purposes.

2. Sales of stable food, cooked dishes, beverages, tobaccos and other articles by catering units.

3. Sales of books, newspapers, magazines, audio-visual products and post products by publishing, post and telecommunications
departments to urban and rural households and to enterprises, institutions, military and armed police units.

4. Sales of food, beverages, tobaccos, clothing, hats, footwear, articles for daily use, medicines, medical and health articles, work
of art, handicrafts, toys, funeral articles and other articles by other service industries.

Purchase, Sales and Stock of Commodities by Wholesale and Retail Trades refer to the total volume of commodities
purchased, total volume of sales and exports, and the stock of commodities by wholesale and retail enterprises (establishments) of
different status of registration from domestic and overseas markets. This indictor reflects the relationship among purchase, sales and
stock of commodities in the circulation of goods and reveals the existing problems.

Total Purchases of Commodities It refers to the amount (including VAT) of goods purchased from units and individuals
outside the enterprise (including direct imports from abroad) for resale or resale after processing. This indicator reflects the total price
of commodities purchased by the wholesale and retail industries from domestic and foreign markets.

The purchase of commodities includes: (1) commodities purchased from industrial and agricultural producers, wholesale and
retail industries, accommodation and catering industries, publishing and distribution departments of publishing houses or newspapers,
other service industries and other enterprises, institutions and self-employed households; (2) Goods purchased from government
agencies and social organizations; (3) Anti smuggling and confiscated commodities purchased from customs and market administration
departments; (4) Waste commodities purchased from residents.

Total Sales of Commodities It refers to the amount of goods sold to units and individuals other than the unit (including goods
sold to the unit for consumption, including VAT). In the wholesale and retail industry, this indicator reflects the total price of goods
sold on the domestic market and exported goods.

Commodity sales include: (1) commodities sold to individuals and social groups for consumption; (2) Goods sold to agriculture,
industry, construction, service industry and other industries of the national economy for production and business use, including goods
sold to wholesale and retail industries for resale or resale after processing; (3) Goods directly exported abroad.

Ending commodity inventory For wholesale and retail legal entities and self-employed households, it refers to the total
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amount of goods (including VAT) that have obtained ownership at the end of the reporting period; For wholesale and retail industrial
activity units, it refers to the amount of all goods actually in stock and owned by the legal person at the end of the reporting period
(including VAT). This indicator reflects the commodity inventory of the wholesale and retail industries, as well as the degree of
assurance for the supply of market commodities.

Goods in stock include: (1) goods stored in warchouses, freight yards, containers and shelves of the unit (such as stores,
wholesale stations, purchasing stations and operating offices); (2) Selecting, sorting and packaging commodities; (3) The goods that
have been recorded in the purchase but have not been shipped to the company, that is, the goods that have arrived but have not arrived
in the shipping order or bank acceptance certificate; (4) Goods consigned elsewhere, such as goods temporarily stored in the buyer due
to the buyer's refusal to pay; (5) Entrust other companies to sell unsold goods (not sold or transferred out) on a commission basis; (6)
Purchase undelivered goods on behalf of other units.

Commodity Stock of Wholesale and Retail Enterprises refers to total commodities possessed by wholesale and retail
enterprises (units) of various types of registration status at the end of the reference period, which reflects the commodity stock level of
various wholesale and retail enterprises and the potential for market supply. It includes: (1) commodities located in storage, garages,
counters, and shelves of operating units (such as sale stores, wholesale centers, and operating offices) of wholesale and retail
enterprises; (2) commodities in the process of selecting, sorting, and packing; (3) commodities not arrived but recorded as purchase in
the account, i.e. commodities not arrived but payment receipts for the commodities from the sellers or the banks arrived; (4)
commodities deposited in other places rather than places mentioned above, for instance: commodities in the hold of purchasers
temporarily due to the refusal of payment and commodities not taken back after going through the formalities; (5) commodities
entrusted to other units to sell but not sold yet; (6) commodities purchased for other units but not delivered yet. Commodities not
included as stock are those not owned by the enterprises (units), those allocated to financially independent factories rather than
wholesale and retail enterprises for processing but not taken back yet, and finally those put in stock by wholesale and retail enterprises
on behalf of the state material reserves units.

For the calculation of the value of commodities stock, the value is calculated at purchasing prices in agricultural goods purchasing
units and wholesale units, and at the accounting prices in retail units.

Operation of Hotels and Catering Trade

1. Turnover: refers to the total income (including VAT) from the provision of services or the sale of goods in the business
activities of the accommodation and catering business units. The income mainly comes from the provision of rooms, meal services, the
sale of goods and other services, such as business services. It does not include the meal income, commodity sales income and other
incomes of industrial activity units in other industries affiliated to multi industry legal person enterprises.

2. Room revenue: refers to the revenue (including VAT) from accommodation services provided by accommodation and catering
enterprises in their business activities. It does not include the room income of other industrial activity units affiliated to multi industry
corporate enterprises.

3. Meal income: refers to the income (including VAT) obtained by the accommodation and catering business unit from providing
dining services for customers. Including: income from various foods sold after cooking, preparation and processing, such as staple
food, fried vegetables, cold dishes, etc. It does not include the meal income of industrial activity units in other industries affiliated to
multi industry legal person enterprises.

4. Commodity sales of accommodation and catering industry: refers to the amount of goods sold to units and individuals other
than the unit (including goods sold to the unit for consumption, including VAT).

5. Other revenue: refers to other revenue from operating revenue except for room revenue, meal revenue and commodity sales
revenue. Including entertainment, fitness and business services.

Total Imports and Exports at Customs refer to the value of commodities imported into and exported from the boundary of
China. They include the actual imports and exports through foreign trade, imported and exported goods under the processing and
assembling trades and materials, supplies and gifts as aid given gratis between governments and by the United Nations and other
international organizations, and contributions donated by overseas Chinese, compatriots in Hong Kong and Macao and Chinese with
foreign citizenship, leasing commodities owned by tenant at the expiration of leasing period, the imported and exported commodities
processed with imported materials, commodities trading in border areas(excluding mutual exchange goods), the imported and exported

commodities and articles for public use of the Sino-foreign joint ventures, cooperative enterprises and ventures exclusively with
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foreign own investment. Also included are import or export of samples and advertising goods for whose CIF or FOB value are beyond
the permitted ceiling (excluding goods of no trading or use value and free commodities for export), imported goods sold in China
from bonded warehouses and other imported or exported goods. The indicator of the total imports and exports at customs can be used
to observe the total size of external trade in a country. In accordance with the stipulation of the Chinese government, imports are
calculated at CIF, while exports are calculated at FOB

Utilization of Foreign Capital Refers to the government at all levels, departments, enterprises and other economic
organizations by loans, foreign direct investment and use other way to remittance, equipment and technology financed from abroad,
etc.

Direct Investment by Foreign Entrepreneurs Refers to foreign enterprises and economic organizations or individuals
(including China, overseas Chinese, Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan compatriots and registered in foreign enterprises) in China
according to the relevant policies and regulations in our country, with cash, physical and technology set up a wholly foreign owned
enterprise in China, together with the enterprise or economic organizations within the territory of China for chinese-foreign equity joint
ventures, cooperative enterprises or cooperative development investment of resources (including the reinvestment of foreign
investment income), approved by the relevant government departments and enterprises in the project total investment from overseas

borrowing money.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Government Revenue refers to the revenue of the government finance by means of participating in the distribution of the
social products, which is the financial resources for ensuring the government to function. The contents of government revenue have
been changed several times. Now it includes the following main items:

(1) Various tax revenues, including value added tax, business tax, consumption tax, land value added tax, tax on city maintenance
and construction, resources tax, tax on use of urban land, stamp tax, personal income tax, enterprise income tax, tariff, tax on
agriculture and animal husbandry and tax on occupancy of cultivated land, etc.

(2) Special revenues, including revenue collected from imposing fee on sewage treatment, revenue collected from imposing fee
on urban water resources, and extra-charges for education, etc.

(3) Other revenues, including revenue from the repayment of capital construction loan, revenue from capital construction projects,
and donations and grants.

(4) Planned subsidies for the losses of the state-owned enterprises. This is an item of negative revenue, used to eat up part of the
government revenue.

Government Expenditure refers to the distribution and use of the funds the government finance has raised, so as to meet the
needs of economic construction and various causes. It includes the following main items:

(1) Expenditure for capital construction: It refers to the non-gratuitous use and appropriation of funds for capital construction in
the range of capital construction, outlay of capital as well as the loans on capital construction approved by the government for special
purpose or policy purpose and the expenditure with discount paid in an overall way within the amount of the funds appropriated to the
departments for capital construction.

(2) Innovation funds of the enterprises: They refer to the funds appropriated from the government budget for the enterprises to tap
the latent power, upgrade the technology and carry out innovation, including the innovation fund of the departments, loan of the
enterprises for innovation, subsidies on the innovation of the small fertilizer plant, small cement plant, small coal mines, small
machinery plant and small steel plant, the expenditure of interest for the loan for innovation.

(3) Geological prospecting expenses: They refer to the expenses appropriated from the government budget to the geological
prospecting units for the expenditure of the prospecting work, including the expenditures of the administrative agencies for geological
prospecting and their institutional units as well as the geological prospecting expenditure.

(4) expenditures for science and technology promotion: They refer to the expenses appropriated from the government budget for
the scientific and technological expenditure, including new products development expenditure, expenditure for intermediate trial and
subsidies on important scientific researches.

(5) Expenditure for supporting rural production: It refers to the expenditures appropriated from the government budget for
supporting the various expenditures of the rural collective units or households for production, including the subsidies to the small
water conservancy projects and well drilling, sprinkling irrigation projects run by the villages; subsidies on the rural water and soil
conserving measures; subsidies to the small power stations run by the villages; subsidies to the expenditure for fighting against
particularly severe draughts; subsidies on the rural waste land exclamation; fund for supporting the township enterprises; subsidies to
the expenditure for popularization of the agricultural technologies and plant protection in the rural areas; subsidies to the expenditure
for the protection of grasslands and cattle and fowls; subsidies on afforestation and forest protection in rural areas; subsidies on the
rural aquatic products industry; special fund for developing grain production.

(6) Operating expenses of the departments of farming, forestry, water conservancy and meteorology etc.: They refer to the
expenses appropriated from the government budget for the expenditures of agricultural exclamation, farms, agriculture, animal
husbandry, agricultural machinery, forestry, timber industry, water conservancy, aquatic products industry, meteorology, technology
popularization in township enterprises, popularization (demonstration) of improved varieties, plant (cattle and fowls, forest) protection,
water quality monitoring, prospecting and designing, resources investigation, cadres training, subsidies to horticulture gardens,

expenditure of specialized secondary schools, subsidies on the experiments of sowing herbage seeds by flights, expenditures of
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afforestation agencies and meteorology agencies, expenses for fishery administration and operating expenses for agricultural
administration, etc.

(7) Operating expenses of the departments of industry, transport and commerce: They refer to the expenses appropriated from the
government budget to the departments of industry, transport and commerce for the expenditure of business development, including
expenses for prospecting and designing, expenditures of specialized secondary schools, expenditures of the technical training schools
and expenditures for cadres training, etc.

(8) Operating expenses of the departments of culture, education, science and public health: They refer to the expenses
appropriated from the government budget for the expenditures of the causes of culture, publication, cultural relics, education, public
health, traditional Chinese medical science, free medical services, sports, archives, earthquake, ocean, communications, broadcasting,
film and television, family planning; expenditure for training of cadres of government, party and mass organization; expenditures for
natural sciences, social sciences, associations for science and technology and the special expenditure for the high-tech researches. They
include mainly wages, extra wages, welfare funds, pension for the retirees, stipend, expenses for official business, expenses for
equipment purchases, expenses for repairs, business expenses and subsidies to the units which are unable to support their expenditures
by their own earnings.

(9) Pension for the disabled or for the families of the bereaved and relief funds for social welfare: They refer to the funds
appropriated from the government budget for the expenditures of pension for the disabled or for the families of the bereaved and relief
funds for social welfare, including the lump-sum or regular pension paid by the departments of civil affairs to the members of martyrs
families and families of those who died for the public interest, pension to the revolutionary disabled, subsidies for permanent disability
of various kinds, subsidies to the military martyrs dependents and the demobilized servicemen, expenditure for settling down the
demobilized servicemen, operating expenses of the consoling institutions, expenses for management and repair of the commemorative
buildings for the martyrs, the expenses managed by the departments of civil affairs for the retirees and those who have quitted their
work, expenses for social relief in rural and urban areas, operating expenses for providing relief to the areas of natural calamity and
subsidies on the reconstruction after the particularly severe natural calamities, etc.

(10) Expenditures for national defence: They refer to the funds appropriated from the government budget for the expenditures for
building up national defence and safeguarding national security, including expenses of national defence, expenses of scientific
researches on national defence, expenses for building up peoples militia and expenditure for special projects, etc.

(11) Administrative expenses: They include expenditure for administration, subsidies to the parties and mass organizations,
diplomatic expenditure, expenditure for public security, judicial expenditure, law court expenditure, procuratorial expenditure and
subsidies to the expenses for treating the cases by the public security departments, procuratorial organs and law courts.

(12) Expenditure for price subsidies: It refers to the expenditure appropriated, with the approval of the government, from the
government budget for the policy subsidies to price adjustment, including the fund for the increase of grain prices, the subsidies to the
difference between the selling prices and purchasing prices of grains, cotton and edible oil, awards in addition to the purchasing prices
of cotton, risk fund for non-staple food, subsidies on the prices of meat and meat products, subsidies on the price difference for curbing
the high market prices of meat, meat products and vegetables and the subsidies approved by the government on the prices of textbooks
and newsprint of newspapers and periodicals.

Revenue of the central government and revenue of the local governments In accordance with the classification of the
structure of the government finance in 1994 on the basis of the classification of channels for collection of tax revenues, the revenue of
the central government and the revenue of the local governments have different coverage. The revenue of the central government
includes tariff, consumption tax and value added tax levied by the customs, consumption tax, income tax of the enterprises subordinate
to the central government, income taxes of the local banks, foreign-funded banks and non-bank financial institutions, business tax,
income tax and profits of railways, head offices of banks, head office of insurance company , which are handed over to the government
in a centralized way, tax on city maintenance and construction, 75% of the value added tax, tax on ocean petroleum resources, 50% of
the tax on stock dealing (stamp tax). The revenue of the local governments includes business tax, income tax of the enterprises
subordinate to the local government, personal income tax, tax on the use of urban land, tax on the adjustment of the investment in fixed
assets, tax on town maintenance and construction, tax on real estates, tax on the use of vehicles and ships, stamp tax, slaughter tax, tax

on agriculture and animal husbandry, tax on special agricultural products, tax on the occupancy of cultivated land, contract tax, 25% of
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the value added tax, 50% of the tax on stock dealing (stamp tax) and tax on resources other than the ocean petroleum resources.

Expenditure of the central government and expenditure of the local governments according to the different functions of the
central government and local governments in the economic and social activities, the rights of affairs administration are classified
between the central government and local governments; and the classification of the expenditure between the central government and
local governments are made on the basis of the classification of the rights of affairs administration between them. The expenditure of
the central government includes the expenditure for national defence, expenditure for armed police forces, the administrative expenses
and various operating expenses at the level of central government, expenditure for key projects and the expenditure of the central
government for adjusting the national economic structure, coordinating the development among different regions and exercising the
macro-economic regulation and control. The expenditure of the local governments includes mainly the administrative expenses and
various operating expenses at the level of local governments, the expenditure for capital construction and technological innovation
with the funds raised by the local government, expenditure for supporting rural production, expenditure for city maintenance and
construction and expenditure for price subsidies, etc.

Extra-budgetary revenue and expenditure Extra-budgetary fund refers to financial fund of various types not covered by the
regular government budgetary management, which is collected, allocated or arranged by government agencies, institutions and social
organizations while performing duties delegated to them or on behalf of the government in accordance with laws, rules and regulations.
It mainly covers following items: administrative and institutional fees, funds and extra charges that are stipulated by laws and
regulations; administrative and institutional fees approved by the State Council and provincial governments and their financial and
planning (price management) departments; funds and extra charges established by the State Council and the Ministry of Finance; funds
turned over to competent departments by their subordinate institutions; self-raised and collected funds by township governments for
their own expenditure; and other financial funds that are not covered in budgetary management. Social security funds are treated as
extra-budget fund and managed for its exclusive use, given the circumstance that separate government budgetary system for social
security is yet to be designed. Special accounts are opened by the financial departments in banks for the management of revenue and
expenditure of extra-budgetary fund. Extra-budgetary revenue and expenditure is managed separately, namely, revenue of institutions
and departments must enter into the special accounts of the financial departments at the same administrative level, and their
extra-budgetary expenditure is arranged in line with the extra-budget plans and appropriated from these accounts.

Credit Funds Monetary capital accumulated and distributed by financial institutions in the form of credit. The sources of
credit funds of financial institutions include various deposits, liabilities to international financial institutions, currency in circulation,
self owned funds of banks and profits of the year; The use of credit funds includes loans, gold deposits, foreign exchange deposits,
financial loans and assets in international financial institutions.

Deposit A form of credit activity in which enterprises, organs, groups or residents deposit monetary funds in banks or other
credit institutions for safekeeping, can withdraw funds at any time or at an agreed time, and obtain certain interest. According to
different deposit objects or nature, it can be divided into household deposits, non-financial enterprise deposits, government deposits,
deposits of non banking financial institutions and other subjects. It is the main source of bank credit funds.

Loan A form of credit activity in which banks or other credit institutions provide funds for enterprises, individuals, etc. at a
certain interest rate in accordance with the principle that funds must be returned. Bank loans in China are divided into short-term loans,
medium and long-term loans, financial leasing, bill financing, various advances, overseas loans, etc.

Insurance company  All kinds of commercial insurance companies within the territory of China, which have been established

with the approval of the insurance supervision and administration department and registered according to law.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Population refers to the total number of living individuals within a certain time point and region.

The year-end population of the annual statistics refers to the population at 24:00 on December 31 of each year.

The permanent population refers to the population who often lives at home or at home for more than 6 months throughout the
year, and whose economy and life are integrated with their own households. Although the employees have lived outside for more than
6 months, their income is mainly brought home, and the economy is integrated with the family, so they are still regarded as the
permanent residents of the family; The national employees and retirees who live at home and live with their families are also
permanent residents. However, active servicemen, students at technical secondary schools and above (except for day students), and
employees who go out all the year round (excluding family visits, medical treatment, etc.) and have stable occupational and residential
places are not included in the permanent family population.

The birth rate (also known as the crude birth rate) refers to the rate of the number of people born per thousand people in a
certain period (usually one year), which is generally expressed in thousandths. The calculation formula is:

Birth rate=annual number of births/annual average number X 1000%o

In the formula, the number of births refers to the number of live births, that is, when the fetus leaves the mother (regardless of the
number of pregnant months), it has breathed or other life phenomena. The annual average population refers to the average population
at the beginning and end of the year, which can also be replaced by the mid year population.

Mortality rate (also known as crude mortality rate) refers to the ratio of the number of deaths in a certain area to the average
number of people in the same period (or the number of people in the interim) within a certain period (usually one year), which is
generally expressed in thousandths. The calculation formula is:

Mortality rate=annual deaths/annual average X 1000%o

The natural population growth rate refers to the ratio of the natural population increase (number of births minus the number of
deaths) to the average number of people (or the number of people in the period) in a certain period (usually a year), which is generally
expressed in thousandths. The calculation formula is:

Natural population growth rate=(number of births this year - number of deaths this year)/annual average number X 1000 %o=birth
rate - death rate

Gender ratio The ratio of the number of males to the number of females in the total population. It is usually expressed by the
number of males for every 100 females. The calculation formula is:

Gender ratio=male population/female population X 100%

The total burden coefficient refers to the ratio of the dependent population (0-14 years old and over 65 years old) to the population
aged 15-64. The calculation formula is:

Total burden coefficient=dependent population/population aged 15-64 X one hundred

The age bearing coefficient refers to the proportion of the elderly population (the population over 65 years old) to the population
aged 15-64. The calculation formula is:

Aged burden coefficient=elderly population/population aged 15-64 X one hundred

The burden juvenile coefficient refers to the ratio of children to the population aged 15-64. The calculation formula is:

Burden juvenile coefficient=population of children/population aged 15-64 X one hundred

The economically active population refers to the population over the age of 16 who have the ability to work and participate in or
request to participate in socio-economic activities; It includes the employed and unemployed.

Employees refer to those who are 16 years old and above, engaged in certain social labor and obtain labor remuneration or business
income. This indicator reflects the actual utilization of all labor resources in a certain period, and is an important indicator for studying

China's basic national conditions and strength.
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The employees of all units refer to all personnel who work in state organs, political party organs, social organizations, enterprises
and institutions at all levels and receive wages or other forms of labor remuneration. It includes on-the-job employees, re employed
retirees, private teachers, foreign personnel working in various units, Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan personnel, part-time personnel,
borrowed personnel from other units and secondary professionals. It does not include the employees who leave the unit and still
maintain labor relations. The employees of each unit reflect the total labor force actually involved in production or work in each unit.

Urban private and self-employed employees Urban private employees refer to the employees of private enterprises registered in
the industrial and commercial administration, whose business address is located at or above Chengguan Town of the county (including
Chengguan Town of the county), including private enterprise investors and employees. Urban self-employed persons refer to those
who have registered with the industrial and commercial administration department, hold urban household registration or live in urban
areas for a long time, and are approved to engage in self-employed industrial and commercial operations, including self-employed
workers and domestic helpers and employees working in self-employed industrial and commercial households.

Employees refer to all kinds of personnel who work in state-owned, urban collective, joint venture, joint-stock system, foreign
investors, Hong Kong, Macao, Taiwan, other units and their affiliated institutions and are paid by them. The following personnel are
excluded: (1) employees of township enterprises; (2) Employees of private enterprises; (3) Urban self-employed workers; (4) Retired,
retired and resigned personnel; (5) Reemployed retirees; (6) Private teachers; (7) Foreign party and Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan
personnel working in urban units; (8) Other personnel not included in the staff statistics according to relevant regulations. (The data in
1998 and later are the data of on-the-job employees. Other relevant indicators, such as total wages of employees and average wages of
employees, have also been adjusted accordingly from 1998.).

State owned units refer to economic organizations whose assets are owned by the state. It includes non corporate economic
organizations registered in accordance with the Regulations of the People's Republic of China on the Administration of the
Registration of Enterprise Legal Persons, as well as central and local state organs, institutions and social organizations at all levels.

A collective unit refers to an economic organization whose means of production are collectively owned and registered in
accordance with the Regulations of the People's Republic of China on the Administration of the Registration of Enterprises as Legal
Persons.

Other units include joint-stock cooperative units, joint ventures, limited liability companies, joint-stock limited companies,
investment units of Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan businessmen, foreign investment units and other units with other types of
registration.

On duty employees refer to those who work in the unit and are paid by the unit, as well as those who have jobs but do not work for
the time being due to study, sick or injured maternity leave, etc., but are still paid by the unit.

Total wages refer to the total amount of labor remuneration directly paid by each unit to all employees of the unit within a certain
period. The calculation principle of total wages shall be based on the total labor remuneration directly paid to employees. The labor
remuneration paid by each unit to employees and other wages paid according to relevant regulations, whether included in the cost or
not, whether included in the bonus tax items according to national regulations, or not included in the bonus tax items, whether paid in
currency or in kind, are included in the total wages.

The average wage refers to the monetary wage per capita of the employees of enterprises, institutions and government organs in a
certain period of time. It indicates the level of employees' wage income in a certain period and is the main indicator to reflect the
employees' wage level. The calculation formula is:

Average wage=total wages actually paid for all employees in the reporting period/average number of employees in the reporting
period

The average wage index refers to the ratio of the average wage of employees in the reporting period to the average wage of
employees in the base period. It is a relative number reflecting the changes in the monetary wage level of employees in different
periods. The calculation formula is:

Average wage index=average wage of employees in the reporting period/average wage of employees in the base period X 100%

Average Actual Wage Index The average actual wage of employees refers to the average wage of employees after deducting the
factors of price changes. The average real wage index of employees is a relative number that reflects the changes in actual wages,
indicating the extent to which the actual wage level of employees has increased or decreased. The calculation formula is:

Average Real Wage Index=Average Wage Index of Employees in the Reporting Period/Consumption Price Index of Urban
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Residents in the Reporting Period X 100%

Professional and technical personnel refer to personnel engaged in professional and technical work and personnel engaged in
professional and technical management work who have been assessed with professional and technical titles before 1983 or employed
with professional and technical posts after 1984.

Professional technicians refer to engineering technicians, agricultural technicians, scientific researchers (natural science researchers,
social science researchers and experimental technicians), health technicians, teaching personnel (including institutions of higher
learning, secondary professional schools, technical schools, middle schools and primary schools), civil aviation flight technicians, ship
technicians, economic personnel, accountants, statisticians, translators, books, archives Cultural and museum personnel, journalists,
publishers, lawyers, notaries, radio and television broadcasters, arts and crafts personnel, sports personnel, artists and political workers.

Professional and technical management personnel refer specifically to leaders of enterprises and institutions; Personnel engaged in
production, technology, economic management and political work in functional organizations under enterprises and institutions,
production workshops and auxiliary workshops (or affiliated auxiliary production units) of enterprises.

Personnel managed by or by reference to civil servants are not counted as professional and technical personnel.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Total income of urban households refers to the total actual income of the surveyed urban households, including regular or fixed
income and one-time income. It does not include turnover income, such as withdrawal of bank deposits, loans from relatives and
friends, withdrawal of loans and other temporary receipts.

The disposable income of urban households refers to the actual income of the surveyed urban households after paying
individual income tax, property tax and other recurring transfer expenses.

The consumption expenditure of urban households refers to the total expenditure of the surveyed urban households for daily
life, including the expenditure on purchasing goods and non commodity expenditure such as cultural life and services. It does not
include fines and confiscations, loss payments and various taxes paid (such as individual income tax, license tax, property tax, etc.),
nor does it include various expenses incurred in the production and operation of self-employed workers.

Total household income of rural residents refers to the total income of rural households and household members from various
sources during the survey period. According to the nature of income, it can be divided into wage income, family operating income,
property income and transfer income.

Cash income of rural households refers to the income of rural households and household members in cash form during the
survey period. It is divided into wage income, cash income from family operation, property income and transfer income by source.

The disposable income of rural residents refers to the income obtained by rural households after initial distribution and
redistribution. Disposable income can be used for household final consumption, non compulsory expenditure and savings. Calculation
method: disposable income of rural households=total income of rural households - household operating expense expenditure - tax
expenditure - depreciation of productive fixed assets - property expenditure - transfer expenditure - investigation subsidy

Total expenditure of rural households refers to the total expenditure of rural households for production, living and
redistribution. Expenditure on household operating expenses, expenditure on purchasing productive fixed assets, depreciation of
productive fixed assets, tax expenditure, living consumption expenditure, property expenditure and transfer expenditure.

Cash expenditure of rural households refers to the cash paid by rural households for production, living and redistribution.
Including household operating expenses, taxes paid, purchase of productive fixed assets, living consumption, property and transfer
expenditure.

Household consumption expenditure of rural residents refers to the total expenditure of rural permanent households for daily
life, which is an important indicator to reflect and study the actual consumption level of farmers' families.

Commodity retail price index is an economic index that reflects the changing trend of urban and rural commodity retail prices.
The adjustment and change of retail prices directly affect the living expenses of urban and rural residents and the national fiscal
revenue, the purchasing power of residents and the balance between market supply and demand, and the proportion of consumption
and accumulation. Therefore, calculating the retail price index can observe and analyze the above economic activities from one side.

The consumer price index is a relative number that reflects the trend and extent of changes in the prices of consumer goods and
services purchased by urban and rural residents in a certain period of time. It is the result of a comprehensive summary calculation of
the consumer price index of urban residents and the consumer price index of rural residents. The consumer price index can be used to
observe and analyze the impact of changes in retail prices of consumer goods and service prices on the actual living expenses of urban
and rural residents.

The consumer price index of urban residents is a relative number that reflects the trend and degree of changes in the prices of
consumer goods and services purchased by urban households. The consumer price index of urban residents can observe and analyze
the impact of the retail price of consumer goods and the price change of service items on the monetary wages of employees, as the
basis for studying the life of employees and determining the wage policy.

The consumer price index of rural residents is a relative number that reflects the trend and degree of changes in the prices of
consumer goods and services purchased by rural households. The rural consumer price index can observe the impact of the retail price
of rural consumer goods and the price change of service items on rural residents' living consumption expenditure, directly reflect the

actual changes in farmers' living standards, and provide a basis for analyzing and studying rural residents' living problems.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Ordinary institutions of higher learning refer to full-time universities, independent colleges, colleges of higher learning and
short-term vocational universities that are approved to be held in accordance with the establishment standards and approval procedures
stipulated by the state, pass the national unified entrance examination, recruit senior high school graduates as the main training objects,
and implement higher education.

Adult institutions of higher learning refer to those who have passed the national unified enrollment examination for adult
higher education and have graduated from senior high school or have the same educational background, are examined and approved in
accordance with the relevant national regulations, and employ various forms of full-time, semi full-time, amateur or correspondence
education to carry out higher education, and cultivate specialized talents with the level of college or undergraduate graduation of
higher education Schools whose curriculum and total class hours are implemented according to the requirements of higher education. It
includes radio and television universities, workers' colleges, farmers' colleges, management cadre colleges, education colleges,
independent correspondence colleges, etc.

The number of kindergartens refers to the number of units that recruit preschool children and provide them with care and
education. It is taken from the statistical annual report of the municipal education department.

The number of children in kindergartens refers to the number of children in kindergartens, preschool classes attached to
primary schools, and preschool classes attached to nurseries. The mixed kindergarten class only counts the number of children aged
three to six. It does not include kindergartens temporarily organized during seasonal busy farming hours. It is taken from the statistical
annual report of the municipal education department.

Special education refers to the independent enrollment of blind, deaf, dumb and disabled children, as well as other children and
adolescents with special needs, to teach general or vocational junior and secondary education. It is taken from the statistical annual
report of the municipal education department.

The number of teaching staff refers to the number of teaching staff working in schools (institutions) and paid by schools
(institutions). It includes staff of the school headquarters, staff of scientific research institutions, staff of school run enterprises and
staff of other affiliated institutions. It is taken from the statistical annual report of the municipal education department.

Professional and technical personnel refer to the total number of personnel working in professional and technical posts or
management posts with professional and technical posts (qualifications) during the reporting period. It is obtained from the statistical
data of the municipal human resources and social security departments.

The classification of professional and technical posts includes the following four categories:

1. Senior positions refer to senior engineers, agricultural extension researchers, senior agronomists, researchers, associate
researchers, chief physicians, associate chief physicians, professors and associate professors of colleges and universities, senior
lecturers of technical secondary schools (polytechnic secondary schools), senior teachers of middle schools, senior economists, senior
accountants, senior statisticians, translators, associate translators, research librarians, associate research librarians, editors, associate
editors, senior reporters, chief reporters, and first-class Second class lawyer, first class and second class notary, broadcast director,
chief announcer, senior craft artist, national coach, senior coach, first class and second class artists, and senior political engineer.

2. Senior posts refer to agricultural extension researcher, researcher, chief physician, university professor, translator, research
librarian, editor, senior reporter, first class lawyer, first class notary, broadcast guide, national coach, and first class artist.

3. Intermediate posts refer to engineers, agronomists, assistant researchers, attending physicians, lecturers in colleges and
universities, lecturers in technical secondary schools (polytechnic schools), teachers at the first level of secondary schools, senior
teachers at primary schools, economists, accountants, statisticians, translators, librarians, editors, primary proofreaders, lawyers at the
third level, notaries at the third level, broadcasters at the first level, craft artists, coaches at the first level, artists at the third level, and

political engineers.
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4. Primary positions include assistant engineer, technician, assistant agronomist, technician, research intern, experimenter,
medical (nursing) engineer (scholar), teaching assistant, assistant economist, economist, assistant accountant, accountant, assistant
statistician, statistician, assistant translator, assistant librarian, administrator, assistant editor reporter, second and third level check,
fourth level lawyer, notary assistant, second and third level broadcaster, assistant craft artist Artist, second and third level coach, fourth
level artist, assistant political engineer and political worker.

The category of professional technology refers to the merging of professional and technical personnel of institutions and
enterprises into: engineering and technical personnel (including civil aviation flight technicians, ship technicians), agricultural
technicians, Scientific researchers (including natural science researchers, social science researchers and experimental technicians),
health technicians, teaching staff (including institutions of higher learning, secondary vocational schools, technical schools, middle
schools and primary schools), economic personnel, accountants, statisticians, translators, books, archives, cultural and doctoral
personnel, journalists, publishers, lawyers, notaries, broadcasters, arts and crafts personnel, sports personnel, Artists and political
workers, a total of 17 professional and technical job categories.

Medical and health institutions refer to those institutions that have obtained the Practicing License of Medical Institutions from
the health administrative department, or have obtained the registration certificate of a legal entity from the civil affairs, industrial and
commercial administration, and organization establishment management departments to provide medical care, disease control, health
supervision services, or engage in medical research and medical in-service training. Medical and health institutions include hospitals,
grassroots medical and health institutions, professional public health institutions and other medical and health institutions. It is taken
from the annual statistical report of the municipal health department.

Hospitals include general hospitals, traditional Chinese medicine hospitals, integrated traditional and western medicine hospitals,
nationality hospitals, various specialized hospitals and nursing homes, excluding specialized disease prevention and treatment hospitals,
maternal and child health care hospitals and sanatoriums. It is taken from the annual statistical report of the municipal health
department.

Township health centers refer to government run township health centers that have obtained medical institution license from the
health administrative department at the end of the reporting period to provide medical services, public health services and other work
for the society. It is taken from the annual statistical report of the municipal health department.

Health technicians include licensed doctors, licensed assistant doctors, registered nurses, pharmacists (doctors), laboratory
technicians (doctors), imaging technicians, health supervisors, and medical trainees (doctors, nurses, technicians). It does not include
health technical personnel engaged in management (such as president, vice president, party secretary, etc.). It is taken from the annual
statistical report of the municipal health department.

Practitioners refer to those who are actually engaged in medical treatment, prevention and health care and whose "level" in the
Doctor's License is "practicing doctor", excluding those who are actually engaged in management work. The categories of licensed
physicians are divided into four categories: clinical, traditional Chinese medicine, oral and public health. It is taken from the annual
statistical report of the municipal health department.

Cultural institutions refer to independent organizational units engaged in and serving professional cultural work. It does not
include other institutions with independent accounting held by these units and amateur cultural organizations in various departments.

Public libraries refer to the number of social service oriented libraries sponsored by the cultural department, excluding the
libraries in the military, university systems and cultural libraries. It is obtained from the statistics of the municipal cultural department.

The number of artistic activities organized refers to the number of various artistic performances (including rehearsals and
performances) organized by the Museum or jointly organized with other institutions. It is obtained from the statistics of the municipal
cultural department.

The number of level athletes refers to the number of level athletes who have been officially approved to be awarded the title of
level athletes. Athletes are divided into international athletes, athletes, first class athletes, second class athletes, third class athletes, and
junior athletes. It is obtained from the statistical data of the municipal sports department.

The number of grade referees refers to the number of grade referees who have been officially approved by the assessment. The

referees are divided into international referees, national referees, first level referees, second level referees and third level referees. It is
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obtained from the statistical data of the municipal sports department.

Various fitness venues and facilities include village level farmers' sports fitness project, township sports fitness project, national
fitness path project, national fitness activity center, sports park, national fitness square, outdoor sports camp, community sports ground,
fitness trail and other venues and facilities for mass fitness. It is obtained from the statistical data of the municipal sports department.

The number of urban residents with minimum living security refers to the number of urban residents whose per capita income
of family members living together at the end of the reporting period is lower than the local minimum living security standard, and
whose family property status complies with relevant regulations, and who have been granted subsidies. Including the "three no"
objects, the unemployed and the in-service, laid-off and retired. 3 No person refers to a person who has no source of income, no ability
to work, no dependents, no dependents. It is obtained from the statistical data of the municipal civil affairs department.

The number of people with minimum living security in rural areas refers to the number of agricultural families with per
capita income of family members living together at the end of the reporting period that is lower than the local minimum living security
standard and has received subsidies from the local government. It is obtained from the statistical data of the municipal civil affairs
department.

The number of registered marriages involving foreigners, overseas Chinese, Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan residents
refers to the total number of marriage cases in which both or one of the spouses is a foreigner, overseas Chinese, Hong Kong, Macao
and Taiwan compatriots and the marriage cases are handled at the provincial civil affairs department at or above the county level. It is
obtained from the statistical data of the municipal civil affairs department.

Total water supply refers to the total water supplied by the water supply enterprise (unit) during the reporting period. Including
effective water supply and leakage.

The effective water supply refers to the water actually used by various users after the water plant supplies water outside the
factory. Including water sales and free water supply. It is obtained from the statistical data of the municipal urban management
department.

Urban gas refers to the general term of natural gas, artificial gas, liquefied petroleum gas and other gas energy used as fuel for
urban production and life in accordance with the provisions of the Code for Design of Urban Gas. It is obtained from the statistical
data of the municipal urban management department.

Total gas supply refers to the quantity of gas supplied to users by gas enterprises (units) during the reporting period. Including
sales volume and loss volume. It is obtained from the statistical data of the municipal urban management department.

Road length refers to the length of the road and the length of bridges and tunnels connected with the road, which is calculated
according to the centerline of the roadway.

The number of tourists includes the number of inbound international tourists, outbound residents and domestic tourists.

(1) Number of inbound international tourists: refers to the number of foreigners, overseas Chinese, Hong Kong and Macao
compatriots and Taiwan compatriots who come to China to visit, visit, travel, visit relatives, friends, recuperate, study, attend meetings
and engage in economic, scientific, cultural, educational, religious and other activities. It does not include the staff of foreign
permanent offices in China, such as embassies and consulates, news agencies and enterprise offices; Foreign experts, foreign students
and people who stay on shore for no more than one night.

(2) Number of outbound residents: refers to the number of mainland residents who leave China for official activities or private
affairs for a short time. The number of outbound residents for official activities includes Chinese service employees on international
transportation, while the number of outbound residents for private purposes does not include Chinese service employees on
international transportation.

(3) Number of domestic tourists: refers to the number of Chinese mainland residents and foreigners, overseas Chinese, Hong
Kong, Macao and Taiwan compatriots who have resided in China for more than one year and left their places of permanent residence
to stay in tourist facilities in other parts of the country for at least one night and at most six months.

International tourism (foreign exchange) income refers to all tourism expenditures incurred by foreigners, overseas Chinese,
Hong Kong and Macao compatriots and Taiwan compatriots in the process of tourism in Chinese Mainland. For a country, it is

international tourism (foreign exchange) income.
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R&D, namely research and experimental development, refers to systematic and creative activities in the field of science and
technology to increase the total amount of knowledge and use these knowledge to create new applications, including basic research,
applied research and experimental development.

R&D personnel full-time equivalent refers to the sum of full-time personnel plus part-time personnel converted into full-time
personnel according to workload. For example, if there are two full-time personnel and three part-time personnel (working hours are
20%, 30% and 70% respectively), the full-time equivalent is 2+0.2+0.3+0.7=3.2 person years. Comparable indicators developed for
international comparison of scientific research manpower input.

The total internal expenditure of R&D funds refers to the actual expenditure of the investigation unit for internal R&D
activities (basic research, applied research and experimental development). It includes direct expenditure for R&D project (subject)
activities, and management fees, service fees, R&D related capital construction expenditure, outsourcing processing fees, etc.
indirectly used for R&D activities. It does not include productive activity expenditure, loan repayment expenditure, and fund
expenditure transferred to the other party due to cooperation with or entrustment of external units for R&D activities.

The patent is the abbreviation of the patent right. It is the exclusive right granted to the inventor and designer by the Patent
Office in accordance with the Patent Law after the inventor's invention creation has passed the examination. Including invention, use
of new models and designs. Reflect the scientific and technological and design achievements with independent intellectual property
rights.

Notaries refer to the general name of the personnel working in the notary office, including the director, deputy director, notary,
assistant notary (assistant notary) and other personnel engaged in auxiliary work. It is obtained from the statistics of the municipal

judicial department.
